The Death of Jayson Porter by Jaime Adoff

Sixteen-year-old Jayson Porter wants to believe things will get better. But the harsh realities of his life never seem to change. Living in the inland-Florida projects with his abusive mother (she beats the crap out of him every other day) , he tries unsuccessfully to fit in at his predominately white school (The kids act "like if they touch [him] they might catch somethin') and it isn't any better in the hood, where "they don't know biracial exists.... So they check off that 'other' box in their head. 'Other' means you aren’t a brother .  He also is struggling to maintain even a thread of a relationship with his drug-addicted father. As the pressure mounts, there's only one thing Jayson feels he has control over-the choice of whether to live or die.

Beautiful Creatures by Kami Garcia

Ethan Wate, a high school sophomore, plans to escape his small Southern town as soon as he can. Life has been difficult since his mother died; his father, a writer, has withdrawn into his study. Then Lena Duchannes arrives, and this strange new girl is the very one who has been occupying his dreams. She and her kin are Casters, beings who have supernatural powers. Getting to know her exposes Ethan to time travel, mortal danger, and love. The teens can hardly bear to be apart, but Lena's 16th birthday, when she will be Claimed for dark or light, is only 6 months away. To save her, they fight supernatural powers and the prejudice of closed-minded people.

Breaking Point by Alex Flinn

Being the new kid in school is always difficult, but it is especially hard for a scholarship student now in an exclusive Christian school where his newly divorced mother has gotten a job as the school secretary.  From the first day Paul Richmond has problems with the charismatic leader of the “in crowd”, Charlie.
As the year progresses, he is tormented and verbally abused, but finds himself caught up in Charlie’s group, which “courts” him in the evenings.  A couple of other students try to warn Paul about his new friends, but Paul is much too happy about being included to heed their warnings. When 13-year old Kyra is told that she must marry her 60-year old uncle, because God has said so, she is horrified.  Kyra, her three mothers, twenty siblings, and her father live in the Compound where the Prophet controls their lives through “visions” from God.  Members of a polygamous group, they live in the desert 50 miles from the nearest town.  In the past, the people were permitted to visit the town any time they wished.  But since the new prophet has come into power, the group has become more and more sequestered from the rest of the world; Satan’s world.  Violence and a distorted religious world view rule the world of the polygamists.  Books have been banned and burned.  Young adults who break the rules are severely punished and put on display as examples.  Women have no rights, other than to marry the men chosen for them and bear children.  

For a long time, Kyra has been clandestinely sneaking off the compound, meeting the local bookmobile.  Through the magic of the books that are banned on the Compound, she has entered new worlds and opened up her own.  When she falls in love with a boy on the Compound, her world is turned upside-down.  Which world is right?  The one in her books or the one on the Compound?  Can she marry her uncle to save her father and the rest of her family from ruin and punishment? When she makes her decision, the repercussions may be fatal.  For Kyra, her family, and those who want to help her.

Bone by Bone by Bone by Tony Johnston

Like Scout in To Kill a Mockingbird, young David is a strong-minded witness to the inequities of the South.  He can’t understand why his foul-mouthed, tyrannical daddy, a doctor in a small Tennessee town, hates black and has threatened to kill Malcolm, a black boy who is David’s best friend, if Malcolm ever enters the house.  To get David ready to go to medical school, a skeleton with its bones labeled lives by David’s bed and the doctor quizzes David continually on the names of the bones.  Malcolm learns the bone names much faster than David, so why is it that Malcolm cannot go to medical school?  As they get older, David and Malcolm go their own ways, until one night Malcolm comes to David’s home seeking shelter and crosses the line and Dr. Church, David’s dad, reaches for his shotgun.  
This book tackles the tough topic of a young boy standing against his father's support of the status quo for racial interactions in the Civil Rights era.
